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EUROPEAN SPECIES CHAMPIONSHIP 2012

GENERAL RULES

1. The rules of The European Federation of Sea Anglers will apply.
2. The target species will be cod.

3. The competition will be ‘catch, measure & return alive’.

4. Anglers wishing to retain fish ( minimum 36cm) for culinary purposes must 

humanly dispatch the fish and immediately remove the tail.

5. The competition will be a 2 hook event.

6. Bait will be provided – Mackerel and Squid.

7. Minimum size 25 centimetres.

8. Fish will be awarded fixed points per length category:

25 cm to 30 cm – 2 points per fish.

31cm to 50cm   – 5 points per fish.

50cm to 60 cm  – 8 points per fish.

61cm and over  – 15 points per fish.

In addition 1 point will be awarded for every fish recorded on the score card.

      9.   It is the angler’s responsibility to ensure their fish are correctly recorded.

      10. Disputes where possible should be settled on board. In the event that a  

            dispute cannot be settled then a ‘Dispute Form’ must be completed and

            given to the Boat Captain. This form must be co-signed by another angler.

            The dispute will be considered by the Disputes committee whose decision 

            will be final.

      11. The result will be calculated on a ‘Total Points’ basis over the 2 days i.e. 

             The angler with the highest number of points over the 2 sessions will be the 

             winner.

      12.  Tie breaker: In the event that there is a total points tie the deciding 

             formula will be:

· Number of fish.

· Number of largest category fish descending through the categories.

      13.  Overhead casting is not permitted. All casting must be underarm from 

             outside the boat.

      14.  Each angler will act as a steward and verify fish length if required.
